Minutes of the General Meeting

November 6, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 6:40 p.m. by Vice President Alice Williams.  The Secretary’s Report was read from copies given and approved with a motion by Stacey Doyel, seconded by Mona DuPuy.

Treasurer’s Report


Treasurer Melanie Lewis presented the Treasurer’s Report for November which included payments to the Aztec Shield Company, Hanson Travel, White’s Music, Smart & Final for Lunch Bunch expenses, and Axiom, among others.  Total expenses were $38,571.71.  Deposits totaled $18,642.39 and included trip payments, T-shirt payments and teriyaki deposits.  Mr. Adams reported that MBPA paid for last year’s Winter Percussion show, which was later paid for by Porterville Unified School District.  He asked permission to use the credit towards this year’s show.  Mona DuPuy made a motion to approve this, seconded by Frank Chandler. It was approved.


Alice Williams mentioned that fundraisers are not providing enough revenue to offset expenses for the year.  Fair Share is necessary to help make up the gap between fundraising revenues and annual yearly expenses.


Bills were approved for payment by Stacey Doyel, seconded by June Hernandez.

Director’s Report


Mr. Adams reported that there is one competition left, the WBA Clovis Competition.  The goal this time is to close the gap in scores between Monache and Buchanan/Clovis West.


Mr. Adams pointed out that mathematical errors do happen—as was the case at the Selma Band Review recently.  Fortunately he was able to able to point out the error to the judges before Reedley was incorrectly announced as Grand Sweepstakes winner.


There are seven very busy days ahead for the band, with the last home football game on Friday, a Stage Band performance Saturday morning, and the WBA Clovis competition Saturday afternoon and evening.  Tuesday will be the Veteran’s Day parade and Band-a-Rama; Friday is the Porterville-Monache football game; and then early Saturday morning the band leaves for the Fall Tour in San Francisco!


One change to the calendar was noted, with the Christmas parade being moved from November 25th to Thursday, December 4th.

Committee Reports


Teriyaki—The teriyaki crew was busy skewering for Friday’s football game.  The net profits for the last three games have been $331, $741, and $218, respectively.

They can always use help with selling teriyaki at the game.


Monache Catering Team (aka Lunch Bunch)—Frank Chandler thanked everyone who helped with the meals at Fresno and Selma.  Extra food not used at Selma will be used for the Clovis competition at Buchanan.  He has chile verde on the menu for Veteran’s Day.  They can use donations of more “Little Debbie” snacks for dessert.


Uniforms—Alice spoke on behalf of Leila Burns, who was not able to be at the meeting. The uniforms should have already been cleaned in preparation for upcoming events. They should be packed in an overnight bag for the Fall Tour.  


Halftime Refreshments—Patricia Holdsworth asked for help setting up tables at 6:00 before the football game tomorrow.


Website/Head Chaperone—Stacey Doyel asked if the Monache Band website has been helpful.  A suggestion was made to add meeting dates/times.  Stacey requested that anyone involved with various committees update her as soon as possible so current information can be posted on the website.


Stacey expressed appreciation for all the help she has had with chaperoning and preparing the band for competitions so far this year.  She encouraged everyone to come up to the Clovis competition to help out on Saturday.  New members will be needed to step in and replace “graduating” parents next year.


Stacey also asked if there were any questions about the Fall Tour itinerary.  The goal is to keep students busy and well supervised.  There are 34 adults attending the tour along with the band.


Fundraising/Trip Coordinator—Stephanie Imbach reported that the Chicken Dinner fundraiser went well.  One hundred eighty-eight dinners were sold for a net profit of $492.50.


Regarding the Fall Tour to San Francisco, all meals will be provided in the trip package.  A Monache Band beanie will also be given to everyone attending, with the idea of wearing them in the stands for the football game.  The final payment for the Fall Tour is due tonight.  This is the last day to pay by check.  Payments will be taken after the meeting.


Plumer—Meri Coleman said that help with pluming will be needed at 7:00 tomorrow, before the game starts, as well as prior to halftime.
