Minutes of the General Meeting

December 11, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 6:38 p.m. by President Tom Burns.  The Secretary’s Report was read from copies given and approved with a motion by Don Stover, seconded by Jim Ellis.

Treasurer’s Report


Treasurer Melanie Lewis presented the Treasurer’s Report for December, which included San Francisco trip expenses, Lunch Bunch Expenses, and a payment for the Winter Percussion show, among others.  Additionally, there will be a bill of $1000 to pay for horn maintenance, $599 for the Percussion Advisor, and $2000 for the 2009-2010 field show music.


Deposits included payments from the San Francisco trip, chicken dinner fundraiser, teriyaki sales, and T-shirt and stage band shirt payments.  There was also a $600 refund from the Dinner Cruise company.  Stephanie had written a letter that expressed dissatisfaction with the lack of food for the Dinner Cruise, which was part of the San Francisco trip package.  After returning to the hotel, it was necessary to order pizza for the band. 


Bills were approved for payment by Leila Burns, seconded by Jim Ellis.

Director’s Report


The new field show for next year has been purchased.  It will have a medieval theme with knights and dragons (think Camelot). 


There are 30 students participating in Winter Percussion, some learning to play new instruments.  The goal is to build stamina during rehearsals with the quicker tempos.

About a third of the show has been learned. The performers will wear tuxedo jackets.

The show is called “Covert Operations.”  Competition dates are Jan. 23rd; Feb. 13th; 

Feb. 27th; Mar.13th; and Mar. 28th, from 4:30-8:00.  The competitions will be held at Clovis East, Clovis North, and Buchanan High Schools.  They will be posted on the band website.


The music has been selected for the CMEA festival.  It is challenging, but the students have been working hard.  They should be practicing at home.

Committee Reports


Blue Crew—Don Stover asked about repainting the equipment trailer.  It will be stripped and repainted during the summer.


Uniforms—Since this is her last year, Leila Burns would like someone to “shadow”  her as uniform chairperson for the rest of this year, to be ready to take over next year.  Leila also noticed tears in the Color Guard flags that were visible at the pre-game show in San Francisco.  Repairs to the flags will need to be made.  Practice flags were suggested; at $5.00 a flag, the investment would be worth it if they help the real flags to stay in better condition.  Don Stover suggested trash cans to hold the flags upright.


Head Chaperone—Stacey Doyel thanked everyone who helped out on the San Francisco trip.  She especially appreciated the work of the Blue Crew and was grateful to Richard Williams for pulling the trailer up there and back.  She praised the students and mentioned that she heard many positive comments about their behavior.
